Dear academics,

there is a number of researchers who have an ORCID, but either with an unfulfilled (or partially filled)
profile by publications and/or do not allow Scopus to access their ORCID profile. In both these cases, it
is not possible for the research officer to trace the number of citations.

From the perspective of reporting citations to determine the monthly premium for science, the solution
(and favored one) is to enter the number of citations in HAP yourself.

If you do not want to search for the number of citations yourself and / or (which should be a reason in
itself) you want to have your ORCID profile O. K., take the test described below.

HOW TO CHECK IF YOUR ORCID RECORD IS O.K. AND PROPERLY LINKED WITH SCOPUS

Go to https://www.scopus.com/

choose Authors and enter your ORCID. If it returns your record with your publications (check if the list is
up to date), you are fine.

If it returns "No authors were found" (see slide 13 of presentation), you should set your record. It is a
one-time hassle but helpful for the future.

If you can't access the full Scopus engine and see just Scopus Preview instead (happens when outside
USB), follow the instructions in the presentation.
